Current Government Guidelines

More generally, you can continue to meet in larger groups if necessary for work, voluntary or charitable services, education, childcare or training, elite sporting competition or training, to fulfil legal obligations, to provide emergency assistance, or to enable someone to avoid illness, injury or risk of harm.

	Large numbers attend the session

	Increased opportunity for the virus to spread
	Two bath Mind staff/ Volunteers to attend each session
Larger groups are allowed to meet as detailed above, however if numbers reach 10 then two groups can form


	

	Transmission
	Transmission to other members of group
	All members asked if they have any COVID-19 symptoms or if they have been in contact with anyone displaying symptoms prior to entry, if yes, then no admittance to group

Register to be taken prior to entry and held at home by the COVID responsible person (Becky and Paul)

Use of hand sanitiser at start of session and end, and during as required
No sharing of cameras or other equipment/ food/ drink
Use of masks/gloves made available to group members at the start and during the session
Members to follow the catch it, kill it, bin it health advice and dispose of tissues 


	

	Managing Social distancing, especially people attending who may be vulnerable
	People do not maintain 1 m plus social distancing
	Advise group they must comply with social distancing as far as possible


	

	Physical vulnerability of group members
	Physically vulnerable members return to the group
	Risk assessments of individual members to be completed prior to group restart and any return to group to be agreed with the person based on this assessment
	If group members do not disclose something that puts them at increased risk and should they contract COVID-19, then group facilitators are unable to take responsibility for their original decision to attend



	The weather is not suitable to have the group outdoors
	There are too many members to gather in a venue such as the Foxhill Community Hub Cafe
	This assessment will need to be made on the day of the group

If the weather is predicted to be very poor for the duration of the group (i.e. weather warnings issued, which could put members at risk, facilitators will make a decision to cancel 

If the weather is changeable members may decide to continue with the session
The Community Hub Café is open, but members would only be allowed to sit with one other person who is not in their household, therefore forming a number of tables at a social distance. Clearly only possible if space at the venue.

	

	Someone falls ill with COVID-19 symptoms
	Transmission to other members of the group and premises
	Move the person away from the main group and advise them to return home if well enough to do so
Advise person to be tested and inform all group members and staff to self isolate for 14 days until further notice
	Bath Mind Staff to manage the contacting of group members to communicate the outcome of any test and to offer remote support to all members
